Prophecy and Promise

The children will hear the reading of the Annunciation. God called Mary to be the
mother of his Son, Jesus. Because God loves us, he gave us his only Son, Jesus. Mary said
‘Yes’ to God'’s call.

They will hear the reading of the Visitation and hear and begin to join in with the words
of the Hail Mary.

The readings of the Birth of Jesus and the Visit of the Shepherds will be used, and the
children will hear or sing the first phrase of the Gloria, recognising it as the angels’ song
of praise to God.

Advent traditions and how Christians in their local community celebrate the birth of
Jesus will be explored.

subtraction (-) and equals (=) signs
¢ solve one-step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete objects and
pictorial representations, and missing number problems such as 7 =@-9.

Using our Talk through stories books the children will complete vocabulary focused
writing, including:

¢ Daily sentence work with a focus of two new words per day.

e Writing from memory simple sentences dictated by the teacher.

e Saying out loud what they are going to write about

e Composing a sentence orally before writing it

¢ Sequencing sentences to form short narratives

e Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense

e Discuss what they have written with the teacher or other pupils
