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Desert to Garden

The children will hear the readings of Jesus is tempted in the desert for 40 days, Jesus enters
Jerusalem, Jesus teaches in the desert, The widows mite, the Last Supper, the Crucifixion and
death of Jesus and the Angels message.

They will learn that Lent is a special time for praying, fasting, and helping others as Jesus taught
us to do. Lent is when Christians prepare for Easter by thinking about how they could be closer to
God by praying, giving up things that are not needed (fasting), and giving to those in need.
Fasting, praying, and giving to others are ways of following Jesus’ example.

Jesus died and rose again. They will experience how Christian communities in another part of the
world celebrate the last week of Jesus’ life.

Using our talk for writing books the children will focus on new vocabulary for one week
and will then move onto other writing activities from their talk through stories books.

Sequencing sentences to form short narratives or other genres of writing.
Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense
